LATIN NOTES

Latin uses “pure” vowels: this means every time you see the letter 'a' the sound will always be “ah” (unlike American English in which a single letter can stand for a variety of different sounds--and with English vowels in which there are numerous diphthongs)

A= “AH” (NOT “UH”)

E= “EH” (NOT “AY”)

I= “EE” (NOT “IH”)

O= “AW” (ROUNDER THEN “AH” BUT NOT “OH”)

U= LONG “OO” (NOT”UH”)
